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Abstract

Since the 90's, popular evaluation of discrete algorithms has changed dramatically, i.e., from the conventional time/space efficiency to the quality of their solutions. The main reason is new opportunities of computer usage in which exact calculation is intrinsically hard because of intractability of many important problems, insufficiency of input information in the on-line setting, and so on. In such a transition period, an objective of the mini-symposia is to investigate how to guarantee the performance of algorithms based on the "social impact" and to develop a new paradigm for the design and analysis of such algorithms.
