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Abstract: 


This paper addresses the democracy-oriented regulatory and legal requirements that e-democracy impacts. It demonstrates that the structure of the political system also plays a significant role in the decision to develop an Internet voting application.


The transparency of public administration in the information society, which results from the development of ICT applications, forces us to re-conceptualize the democracy theory. The transformation of citizens to net-izens is the key issue of the new era.


On the other hand major disadvantages on the subject of direct democracy are observed, mainly the fact that most political problems cannot be reasonably approached with a simple "yes" or "no", as opinion polls and referenda do. Besides, the short term perspective of the questions put before the electorate obliterate the long term perspective in which many policy problems have to be seen. Technology assessments regarding e-voting systems are examined.


Conclusively the paper focuses on the specific attributes an electronic voting system should respect and ensure such as transparency, verifiability, accountability, security and accuracy in relation to the constitutional requirements such as General, Free, Equal, Secret, Direct and Democratic
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
