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Athens University of Economics and Business (AUEB), established in 1920, is the third 

oldest public Higher Education Institution in Greece and the oldest in the fields of 

Economic Science and Business Administration. In the course of time, the scientific fields 

of Informatics and Statistics were also included. 

 

AUEB is widely considered to be the premier Business/Economics University in Greece, 

and a leading institution in Southeastern Europe. The institutional values of the 

University - Excellence, Innovation, Extroversion and Societal Contribution - constitute the 

pillars for its development and its reference points. AUEB’s vision is to contribute to 

successfully meeting the challenges facing science, society, and the economy.

The University 

presently employs more than 230 faculty members, many of which have studied or 

worked at leading Universities in Europe and the US.

Available Courses                           

After admission, AUEB exchange students receive a final list of available courses. These 

courses are entirely taught in English.   

A full-time study load per semester is typically 30 credits.  

At AUEB undergraduate studies have a 4-year-duration (240 ECTS credits). Incoming 

students having completed a 3-year 1st cycle degree program is accepted at the AUEB 4th 

year of studies, taking advanced level courses in English. 

 

Master courses are at advanced level and students should have the required 

background.  

 

• Students can select courses from different departments regardless of the 
department they will be registered in. 



• Courses changes can be requested once students arrive in AUEB 

• They will have a period of 3 weeks from the start of classes to make course 
changes.

Full – time attendance of courses is compulsory. Only 4 absences are permitted for each 

course during each semester.                                         

 

Examination periods 

Written exams are held after the teaching period.  

The exact examination dates for each subject will be defined about a month and a half 

before the beginning of the examination session. 

Resit exams take place only in June and September. 

After exams, instructors have four weeks to publish grades. Once students obtained the 

grades for all exams and their projects that they completed during the mobility, they can 

request an official transcript of records from the Department they were registered in. 

Then, a digital copy of the transcript will be sent to the student's home university.
