WHAT  TO  DO

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First of all

Stay calm
Stop what you are doing and prepare to
leave
Take only essential personal belongings
Do not run, push or shout
Follow the green exit signs and evacuation
plans



HOW SHOULD I MOVE
THROUGH THE BUILDING?
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Movement Inside the Building

Use the stairs only
Do not use the elevator
Follow the shortest and safest escape
route
In case of smoke, stay low and cover
your mouth and nose



Exits and Escape Routes
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ESCAPE

Building safety features:

Main Stairs: Exit through the central gate to a private

road, leading to either Evelpidon St. or Lefkados St.

HELPING PERSONS IN
NEED

Helping Others
Help persons with mobility or other
disabilities.
Do not leave them unattended.
Inform security personnel if
someone is unable to evacuate.
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ASSEMBLY
POINTS

After exiting : Proceed to the designated assembly point

Remain there until further instructions are given
Do not re-enter the building without authorization
